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PRIVACY POLICY OF THE LKVA
16 January 2019, Vilnius
The Lithuanian Association of Conference Interpreters (enterprise number: 303215915, registered office: S. Konarskio g. 8‑40, LT‑03122 Vilnius, Lithuania, e-mail address: info@lkva.lt, website: www.lkva.lt, hereinafter referred to as the LKVA or the Association), shall comply with the following Privacy Policy on Personal Data Protection in the Association (hereinafter referred to as the Privacy Policy)  according to Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 25 May 2018 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46/EC) (hereinafter referred to as the Regulation) and the Law on Personal Data Protection of the Republic of Lithuania. The Privacy Policy sets out the information about personal data processing. The LKVA complies with the obligation to be a transparent organisation and outlines in this Privacy Policy clear information on what personal data are processed, the purposes of processing, the storage period of personal data, as well the legal basis for processing personal data and other information which has to be provided under the effective legislation.
1. What personal data, for what purpose and on what basis shall be processed?
1.1. For the purpose of the performance of the functions set out in the laws of the Republic of Lithuania and in the Articles of Association of the LKVA, as well as for the administration of membership in the LKVA, the following personal data of the LKVA members may be processed by the LKVA:
1.1.1. name, surname, e-mail address, telephone number, residence address, business address of the member, other contact details, photographs, accreditations and memberships in professional organisations, education, professional experience, specialisation areas, documents provided by the LKVA members, correspondence with them and other information related to their membership.
1.2. The legal basis for the processing of the data referred to in paragraph 1.1.1 shall be the implementation of the membership agreement between an LKVA member and the LKVA and/or consent of the member.
1.3. Personal data of LKVA members may be published on the LKVA website so that the persons interested in interpreting services could contact the interpreters concerning their services. For this purpose, the following personal data of an LKVA member may be published on the LKVA website:
1.3.1. name, surname, photographs, working languages, business address, telephone number, e-mail address, accreditations and memberships in professional organisations, education, professional experience, specialisation areas.
1.4. The legal basis for the processing of the data referred to in Paragraph 1.3.1 shall be the consent of an LKVA member which may also be expressed by tacit conduct. An LKVA member may at any time express his/her objection to the publication of his/her personal data on the LKVA website and the LKVA shall undertake to remove them from the website immediately.
1.5. For the purpose of conclusion and performance of contracts, the following personal data of the contracting service provider's representative may be processed:
1.5.1 name, surname of the contracting party or their representative, the position of the representative of the contracting party, an e-mail address and telephone number of the representative of the contracting party and other information necessary for the performance of obligations and the exercise of the rights by the LKVA as a contracting party in accordance with effective legislation.
1.6. The legal basis for the processing of the data referred to in paragraph 1.5.1 shall be the Civil Code and the performance of the existing service contracts.
1.7. Personal data (name, surname, e-mail address) of an LKVA member may be processed for direct marketing purposes if the consent of a new LKVA member concerning direct marketing has been obtained and is valid. Information on training and other events held by the LKVA as well as its newsletters may be sent to the existing LKVA members without their prior consent; an option to opt-out easily from receiving such information shall be ensured to the members.
1.8. For the purpose of communicating information to the persons who seek such information, the data provided by such persons in their inquiries shall be processed. It shall be considered that the data referred to in this paragraph are processed on the basis of the consent given by the person concerned because the person who requests the LKVA to provide certain information provides their personal data voluntarily.
2. Sources of personal data
2.1. Personal data shall be obtained from data subjects when the provision of such data is required by the instruments and legal acts regulating the activities of the LKVA or when such data are communicated by data subjects voluntarily. Personal data shall also be obtained from third persons on their own initiative or when requested by the LKVA to provide the data necessary to perform the LKVA functions specified in the Articles of Association and legal acts.
3. Storage periods of personal data
3.1. The period for storing the documents and other information with personal data processed by the LKVA shall be set out by the legal acts of the Republic of Lithuania.
3.2. If the legal acts of the Republic of Lithuania do not specify any storage periods for the documents or other information processed by the LKVA, this period shall be defined by the internal procedure of the LKVA, taking into consideration the legitimate purpose and legal basis for storing such documents, as well as the principles of lawful processing of personal data.
4. To whom personal data may be disclosed by the LKVA?
The LKVA may disclose the personal data of data subjects to:
4.1 data processors who provide the LKVA with the support services necessary for the LKVA activities (IT, accounting, etc.) and who may process the personal data of data subjects to a very limited extent. All the processors of the LKVA data shall ensure the same level of protection of the personal data of data subjects; they may not use the data for unauthorised purposes and shall ensure that their partners do the same.
4.2. Other cases of transfer of personal data: the LKVA may transfer the data of data subjects to state and municipal authorities, courts, bailiffs, notaries and other persons carrying out statutory functions. In such cases, personal data may be transferred or disclosed only under the grounds and procedure prescribed by law. .
5. Protection of personal data at the LKVA
We treat personal data responsibly:
5.1. Security of personal data. The LKVA shall apply technical and organisational security measures for the protection of personal data. The data shall be stored securely and shall be accessible to a limited number of persons.
5.2. International transfer of personal data. Personal data shall be processed within the European Union / the European Economic Area. In some cases, it may also be necessary to transmit personal data to data recipients outside the European Union / the European Economic Area. The LKVA shall take measures to protect personal data in such cases, therefore it may rely on the decision of the European Commission, which means that, in view of the European Union, the laws or agreements of the relevant country ensure an adequate level of personal data protection. In the absence of an adequacy decision of the European Commission, the LKVA, as the data controller, or the data processor of , may transfer personal data to a third country or an international organisation outside the European Union / the European Economic Area only if the controller or processor has ensured appropriate safeguards, and on condition that enforceable data subject rights and effective legal remedies shall be available to data subjects.
6. RThe rights of data subjects
6.1. A data subject shall have the following rights:
· the right to be informed whether we process personal data of the data subject and, if such data are processed, the right to access their personal data. For this reason, relevant information to this effect is provided in advance in this Privacy Policy;
· the right to contact us with a request to rectify inaccurate personal data;
· the right to request the deletion of their personal data, if the data subject considers that there is no need for the LKVA to keep the datait or if the data subject had given the consent and has decided to withdraw it. Only justified requests to delete personal data shall be satisfied. This right shall not apply if the processing of data is related to the freedom of expression and information, legal obligations or the establishment, enforcement or defence of legal claims;
· the right to obtain or transmit their personal data to another third person (the so-called right to data portability). This right shall apply when personal data are processed by automated means, based on the request of the data subject;
· the right to restrict personal data processing in certain circumstances. That means that we will continue storing the personal data of the data subject but will be temporarily unable to process them. (For example, that might be the case when inaccurate data are identified. It is likely that the data subject will not be willing to have their data processed until they have been rectified);
· the right to object to the processing of personal data, if the processing of personal data is justified by the legitimate interests of the LKVA or third parties. The data subject may exercise this right if they consider that their personal interests override the legitimate interests of the LKVA or third persons to process the data of the data subject;
· the right to withdraw the consent related to personal data processing at any time when there is no other legal basis for their processing.
6.2. In order to exercise these rights, the LKVA may be contacted in writing, including by electronic  means.
6.3. If the data subject considers that the processing of personal data by the LKVA does not comply with the legislation in force, they shall have the right to contact the State Data Protection Inspectorate (www.ada.lt).
7. The use of cookies on the website www.lkva.lt 
7.1 In order to increase the LKVA website traffic, the LKVA may use cookies on the website, i.e. small text files which are automatically generated when browsing the website and which are saved on the computer or any other terminal equipment of the website visitor. The information collected by cookies allows ensuring a more convenient browsing experience on the website of the LKVA, understanding the behaviour of visitors of the website, analysing trends and improving the website or the information provided on the website. The LKVA shall process depersonalised personal data by means of cookies. If a visitor of the website does not wish cookies to be set on their computer or any other terminal equipment, they may change their browser settings and disable all cookies, erase them all or enable/disable individual cookies.
